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Source B: An introduction to Hong Kong Brands and Products Expo
	Hong Kong Brands and Products Expo was held by the Chinese Manufacturers’ Association of Hong Kong in 1938. It aimed to promote industrial products that were ‘made in Hong Kong’, encourage the development of local industry and commerce, and expand foreign trade. It was suspended on several occasions due to war and venue issues. In the early years, the Expo mainly displayed local industrial products. In recent years, various foreign products have also joined the exhibition, attracting a lot of shoppers every year.


Source C: Adapted from a newspaper report dated 1 February 2016
	Benefited from economic globalisation that bring in capital, technology and labour, multinational corporations expand their business globally and make their products and services available all over the world. They then become international brands, such as McDonald’s, Nike and Apple’s computers, and produce a lot of trendy consumer goods for people.
However, this pattern has resulted in unequal wealth distribution. The wealth disparity between developed countries and developing countries is widening. As developing countries engage in low-tech production stages and the contractors in these countries generally bid for the outsource contracts at very low prices, they exploit workers’ benefits and cause the problem of ‘sweatshops’. As a result, these countries do not earn much money. Developed countries engage in high-tech production stages and earn more and more money, leading to the phenomenon of ‘the poor poorer, the rich richer’.

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The learning journey video in Source A shows the past and present of Hong Kong Brands and Products Expo.








‧	In the early years, Hong Kong Brands and Products Expo mainly displayed industrial products that were ‘made in Hong Kong’ because it aimed to encourage the development of local industry and commerce, and expand foreign trade.


‧	Driven by globalisation, Hong Kong became an international city and its exchanges with foreign countries were getting increasingly frequent. In recent years, various foreign products have also joined the exhibition.

Economic globalisation has made international trade more and more flourishing. When multinational corporations develop sales networks in all parts of the world, people have more choices of consumption. As the Hong Kong Brands and Products Expo shown in Source A, Hong Kong people can buy local products as well as various kinds of products and services from all over the world, which improves the quality of their lives.


(Or other possible answers)








‧	Firstly, economic globalisation leads to unequal wealth distribution in the world. Under economic globalisation, developing countries mainly engage in low-tech production stages and do not earn much money. Developed countries engage in high-tech production stages and earn more and more money. This results in the widening wealth disparity between developed countries and developing countries.


‧	Besides, economic globalisation causes the problem of ‘sweatshops’. Under economic globalisation, multinational corporations outsource production stages to the contractors in developing countries to cut costs. These contractors often bid for the outsource contracts at very low prices in order to get the contracts. Such low bid prices come from the exploitation of workers’ benefits. For example, they offer low wages, delay payments, deduct paid holidays, force workers to work for long hours and provide poor working environments. It can be seen that economic globalisation indirectly leads to the exploitation of workers’ benefits in developing countries.
