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Source B: An introduction to Hong Kong International Dragon Boat Races
	The Hong Kong International Dragon Boat Races is an international event in Hong Kong. It was first held in 1976 and hosted by Hong Kong Tourist Association, which helped promote dragon boat races to all parts of the world. In 2007, the Hong Kong International Dragon Boat Races was included in one of the 10th anniversary events celebrating the establishment of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region. In June 2017, it was held at Central Harbourfront for three consecutive days. More than 160 teams from all over the world took part in the race. Around 5 000 athletes competed with one another by rowing their boats, showing the influence of the event on the world.

	The rapid development of modern society and the ever-changing lifestyle not only cause some customs to be eliminated, but also make new changes in the remaining customs. For example, burial is the main practice of traditional funerals. However, owing to the growing population, lack of land supply and increasing environmental awareness, burial is gradually replaced by cremation. In the modern society, some traditional festivals become a good chance for people to have parties and go shopping. Traditional customs are therefore materialised and even distorted into commercial activities. In spite of this, some traditional customs have gradually been forgotten in society due to lack of business opportunities, such as hiking in Chung Yeung Festival. With the influence of globalisation, more and more Chinese people accept Western cultural trends and celebrate Western festivals, such as Christmas and Halloween. Nevertheless, the rituals and etiquette of traditional customs are too conservative and old-fashioned for young people.

‧	The Hong Kong International Dragon Boat Races has certain historical significance. It was first held in 1976 and has a history of more than 40 years. In 2007, it was included in one of the 10th anniversary events celebrating the establishment of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region.


‧	The Hong Kong International Dragon Boat Races is one of the most representative international events in Hong Kong. In 2017, more than 160 teams from all over the world took part in the race, which shows that this event has certain international influence.

‧	Social change: The rapid development of modern society and the ever-changing lifestyle cause some customs to be eliminated or have new changes. As mentioned in Source C, burial is the main practice of traditional funerals. However, owing to the growing population, lack of land supply and increasing environmental awareness, burial is gradually replaced by cremation.


‧	Commercial values: Some traditional customs are connected with business and become a good chance for people to have parties and go shopping, so they can continue and develop. In spite of this, some traditional customs have gradually been forgotten in society due to lack of business opportunities, such as hiking in Chung Yeung Festival.


‧	Challenges from foreign cultures: Under the influence of globalisation, Western culture has gradually been globally accepted. As mentioned in Source C, more and more Chinese people accept Western cultural trends and celebrate Western festivals, such as Christmas and Halloween. Nevertheless, the rituals and etiquette of traditional customs are too conservative and old-fashioned for young people.


(Or other possible answers)











‧	Firstly, traditional customs can promote local economic development. Some people think that traditional customs are materialised in the modern society and even distorted into commercial activities. However, many industries obtain economic benefits because people are willing to spend money on celebrating festivals. For example, people buy festive food and products, and dine out with relatives and friends during Lunar New Year, thus creating business opportunities for manufacturing, retailing and catering industries.


‧	Besides, traditional customs can satisfy the emotional needs of interpersonal communication. In the modern society, people generally use smartphones and the Internet to communicate with relatives and friends, and their interpersonal relationship will gradually become alienated over time. However, during traditional festivals like Lunar New Year and Mid-Autumn Festival, families and relatives from all over the world still want to get together for celebrating the festivals. It can be seen that traditional customs help bring people closer.


‧	Moreover, the passing down of traditional customs helps enhance cultural influence. For example, the annual Hong Kong International Dragon Boat Races, which has a history of more than 40 years in Hong Kong, is a historic custom for Hong Kong people and has attracted athletes from all over the world in recent years. It promotes the dragon boat race as an international event, thus enhancing the cultural cohesion and cultural influence of Hong Kong people.
